Draw out the pathway of a drop of blood as it travels in the human body from the heart to an organ other than the lungs and then back to the heart.  However, this drawing should include the movement of the blood to and from the lungs in the pathway.

1. Make sure to include and label the following structures as you draw the path taken by the drop of blood:

a. Chambers of the heart

b. Lungs including the pulmonary artery and pulmonary vein
c. Aorta and the main artery to the organ
d. Capillaries in the lungs and the organ receiving the blood
e. Vena cava and the main vein from the organ
f. Organ receiving the blood 

2. Color the drawing as follows:

a. Each chamber of the heart and the receiving organ should be colored a different color.
b. Arteries should be colored red.
c. Veins should be colored blue.
d. Capillaries should be colored purple.
3. Answer the following questions:

a. List all of the parts in the correct order that the blood travels through on its journey.
- Start at the Right Atrium and end at the Right Atrium.
- Use the attached flow chart


- Include the 4 heart valves in flow chart
b. Where does the exchange of materials between the blood and the body cells take place?

c. What is different about the blood found in the arteries compared to the blood in the veins?
